An exceptional white,
Cave de Turckheim Pinot
Blanc (212) is drinking
beautifully, offering
vibrant melon flavors and
bright acidity. Try with
salmon or swordfish.

Ed Sbragia’s Sauvignon
Blanc (215) is incredibly
appealing with layers of
tropical fruit and citrus
flavors in a tight,
refreshing package.

Combining power and
finesse, Peter Michael’s
Chardonnays are the best
white wines made in
America. Look to La
Carriere (233) for
minerality, Bele Cite (230)
for floral notes, Ma-Belle
Fille (229) for intense
ripeness, and Cuvée Indigene
(232) for a brilliant
synthesis of the three.

Giovanni Corino’s single
vineyard Barolo (416) is
full of sweet black fruit
flavors and the sort of ripe
tannins that cry out for
red meat.

Another muscular Italian
red to pair with steaks and
braised meats, Masi’s
single vineyard Magzano
Amarone (425) is dry for
the style, with compelling
dried fruit and herbal
flavors.

Vega Sindoa, E/ Chaparral
(917) is crafted from 60-
100 year old Garnacha
vines in Spain’s Navarra
region. One of the best
values on this list, this is
full-bodied, savory and
notably complex.

Washington State Syrah is
one of the world’s last
great under-the-radar
wines. The quality for the
price here is unreal! Look
to the Charles Smith
wines for opulence, the
K Vintners, Cayuse and
Reynvaan offerings for
wild aromatic complexity
and the Dusted Valley
wines for pure, silky
textures.

Perhaps the biggest and
boldest wine on the list,
Robert Foley’s Petite
Sirah (484) is inky purple
in color, with deep black
fruit flavors and mouth
filling richness.

A sturdy, though
generous blend of mainly
Metlot and Cabernet
Franc, Spring Valley Uriab
(320) is surely a rare
American Metlot that can
please the diechard
Cabernet drinker.

Made from 50 to 100 year
old vines, St. Francis O/
Vine Zinfandel (919) is
round and spicy with
excellent depth. Try with
pork or grilled meats.

While fans of Bordeaux
may be in a frenzy over
the ripe 2009 vintage, I
remain enamored with
2000 and 2005, classic
years that produced
robust, but decidedly
elegant wines. Haut-Bailly
(427) and Boyd-Cantenac
(507) ate not to be
missed!

Dominus - owned and
run by Christian Moueix
of Chateau Petrus fame -
is perhaps my favorite
estate in Napa Valley. The
wines made here are
focused, structured and
decidedly food-friendly.

Tom Eddy is a true
master of Cabernet, and
his ultra-rare 2004

Dr. Crane Vineyard (441)
offering might be his
finest ever. Only one
bottle of this gem remains
in our cellar.
